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Dear Mr. Brown,  
 

I am very pleased to report to you that that the running water project you sponsored was 
successfully completed.  

Before the project, rural Jiangza Village residents fetched water from a river 200-600 
meters away. The Alan Brown Project provided 84,000 RMB that piped water from a clean 
spring to 67 Tibetan households (298 villagers) and 25 monk homes (25 monks). Since, 
November 15, 2005, every village home and monk home has had a tap in their courtyard and 
a bountiful and clean supply of water, liberating residents from spending a good deal of their 
lifetime hauling water from the river.  

The villagers contributed labor, sand, stones, 16,639 RMB in cash and other things 
needed for the project. Villagers enthusiastically participated in the project, transporting sand 
and stone by tractors to the water box sites, digging ditches for the plastic pipes and pouring 
concrete. In total, the local labor contribution may be valued at 78,750 RMB.  

Now, I would like to tell you about two older village women and their reaction to the 
running water project you sponsored:  

Ms. Zhoma�s � ������ (b. 1940) household consists of five people--her husband, her son, 

daughter-in-law and two grandchildren.  She told me, �Before the 
running water project, all the housework was done by my 
daughter-in-law. Fetching water was her biggest burden. She had to 
fetch water four or five times a day, and each time took about an 
hour. This running water project removed a big burden from the 
village women and girls. It also saved five hours a day of work for 
each family. People in my village now have an easier and happier 
life.�

Ms. Yezhong�s � �������(b. ~1940) family consists of four people--her daughter, two 

grandchildren and her. She said, �After the death of my son-in-law, my daughter is the only 
person can work well in my family. She has to do all the fieldwork. Before the water project, 

she had to fetch water from the riverbanks three or four times a day, 
and one trip took about an hour. Now we are very happy with the 
project and our biggest burden has been removed. Thank you very 
much!� 

This project is a testament to Alan Brown�s good will and has 
made a powerful positive difference in the lives of local Jiangza 
villagers.
